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Marketers want to make logos big 
and bold as often as possible. But 
before you put your logo on the 
side of a bus or on a trade show 
display, here’s a refresher course 
in file types for graphic design. 
There are two basic words to know: 
vector and raster. 

Vector images can be reduced 
or enlarged (scaled) to any size 
without losing image quality.  
Vector images are made up of 
many individual, scalable objects.  
Because they’re scalable, vector-
based images are resolution 
independent. You can increase 
and decrease the size of vector 
images to any degree and your 
lines will remain crisp and sharp, 
both on screen and in print. 

Common vector formats include: 
• AI (Adobe Illustrator) 
• CDR (CorelDRAW) 
• CGM (Computer Graphics 
Metafile) 
• DXF (AutoCAD) 
• WMF (Windows Metafile) 

Raster graphics are pixel-based 
graphics or bit-mapped graphics. 
Raster graphics are best used 
for large photographic images. 
Lynn Imaging uses programs 
like PhotoShop to create and 
manipulate raster graphics. The 
advantage of a raster file is the 
ability to show continuous tones 
and shading in photographic 
images. The drawbacks to saving 
a graphic in a raster format are 
poor scalability (the size of the 
image is the size of the image) 
and relatively large computer file 
sizes.

Common bitmap formats 
include: 
• BMP 
• GIF 
• JPEG, JPG 
• PNG 
• PICT (Macintosh) 
• PCX 
• TIFF 
• PSD (Adobe Photoshop) 
• PDF (Adobe)

For high-resolution output, EPS 
and TIFF will provide the fewest 
hassles and the best quality. 
They are the standards for high-
resolution printing.

Vehicle Graphics are Promotion on 
Wheels.  Once you get graphics on a 
vehicle, you’ll realize aside from driv-
ing your everyday normal routes you’ll 
soon look at every traffic jam as a 
marketing opportunity.  You might 
also want to park your vehicle at the 
back of parking lots and position it 
so that it is seen by the maximum of 
passing street traffic. Thomas & King 
premiered their WOW bus (pic 1) this 
fall by parking and tailgating at the UK 
football stadium parking lot.

A vehicle wrap is a process.  It begins with a design that needs 
to be clean and make an impact, and then the wrap must be 
properly sized to the vehicle using proper templates. This is fol-
lowed by printing, which should be done using a strong solvent 
printer so that the wrap will not fade quickly. Lastly and maybe 
most important, the wrap needs to be installed correctly. 
	 When Toyota on Nicholasville’s Superstore added the 
Scion to their showroom, they built awareness of the vehicle 
with a souped-up inside (pic 3) and a shower of graphics on the 
outside (pic 2).
